“Americans want larger
sizes,” said Carla Hunter,
director of marketing.
In addition, a new round
baking sheet and a black,
v-blade mandoline were in-
troduced.

Karlstein launched
its ceramic knife line
in March, but added
new colored handles
for the Gourmet Show.
Though only black han-
dles were shown initially,
now it can make the silicone handles
any color, said Frank Hong, sales man-
ager. In addition, the product is in nice
packaging, so it’s “good for gift giving,”
he added.

$69.95 and will ship by the end of Sep-
tember. B
